Then, in the following years, they may helped us to grow 
in our relationship with the Lord into whom we had been baptized, bringing us to the church, 
praying with us, reading stories from the  gospels to us, taking us to see the crib at Christmas, 
placing an image of the Lord or of one of the saints in our room, helping us to prepare for the
