Extreme 
weather events have made the water supply unreliable for farming and the result is that 
60% of people suffer from hunger and malnutrition. We are familiar with the lines in 
today’s gospel: ‘I am the light of the world’ and ‘I was blind but now I see’.

Pope Francis’ Words Do you want to fast this Lent?..... Fast from hur ting words  
and say kind words. Fast from sadness and be filled with gratitude. Fast from anger and  
be filled with patience. Fast from pessimism and be filled with hope. Fast from worries  
and trust in God. Fast from complaints and contemplate simplicity. Fast from pressures 
and be prayerful. Fast from bitterness and fill your heart with joy. Fast from selfishness 
and be compassionate to others. Fast from grudges and be reconciled. Fast from words  
and be silent so you can listen.   
 

Today’s Gospel: There are many forms of blindness besides physical blindness. In 
some ways these are just as much as crippling. Selfishness blinds us to the needs of  
others. Insensitivity blinds to the hurt we are causing to others. Snobbery blinds us to  
the equal dignity of others. Pride blinds us to our own faults. Hurry blinds us to the  
beauty of the world around us. Materialism blinds us to spiritual values. It is not with 
the eyes only that we see. We also see with the mind, the heart and the imagination.  
 
 

Mother’s Day Prayer: God our  Creator , we pray for  new mothers coming to terms 
with new responsibility; for expectant mothers wondering and waiting, for those who  
are tired, stressed or depressed; for those who struggle to balance the tasks of work and 
family; for those who are unable to feed their children due to poverty; for those whose 
children have physical, mental or emotional disabilities; for those who raise children on 
their own; for those who have lost a child for those who care for the children of others;
