Notice that Jesus gives the food to his disciples to distribute among the hungry
crowd. He is passing on the responsibility to his followers. It is up to all of us to
help those in need. Having received Jesus’ body and blood in the Eucharist, we are
expected to pass it on — to play our part in feeding the hungry & working for justice.
